History of the Japanese Language NAT-TEST

In 1989, Senmon Kyouiku Publishing launched the "Japanese Language Achievement Test," leveraging years

of experience in developing Japanese learning materials. Initially held in Tokyo, it has since been widely used

as a mock test for the JLPT and internal exams at Japanese language schools and high schools worldwide.
